	Tender announcement: “Building Effective Energy Communication Capacity amongst the Academic Community in Ukraine”




Background

· British Council has prolonged successful experience in the use of science and research to build international relationships that support sustainable development and fuel future prosperity. This includes public engagement activities that add to the impact and reach of UK and international research.

· The British Council Ukraine and Shell Exploration and Production Investments (IV) B.V. are collaborating on a three-year programme on the non-technical aspects of unconventional gas and related areas. 
· Under this programme, a project, “Building Effective Energy Communication Capacity amongst the Academic Community in Ukraine” will be delivered by the British Council from May to September 2015.
· The aim of the project is to select and train a core team of energy scientists as effective communicators of energy issues to state authorities, media and the wider public.
Consultancy objectives 
The Consultancy will contribute to developing effective science communication skills amongst the energy research academic community in Ukraine through the following means: 

· design and deliver a 3 day study visit  to the UK for a group of up to 15 selected  scientists from Ukraine to learn first-hand about  best UK experience and practice of topical science/energy communication issues to  government, media, and the wider public. The study visit programme should include appropriate visits, and presentations from relevant UK-based experts as well as dealing with the group visit logistics  in the UK   (e.g. venue, transportation, meals); 
the visit programme will cover the following areas:
· topical present-day energy-related issues in the UK and the way they are managed and communicated to policy-makers, media, and the general public;
· how university research (in general and energy-related specifically) is engaging the media and wider public, including an overview of techniques and experience
· develop  and deliver a 2 day follow-up science communication training workshop for the study visit participants:
· the training programme and materials should be based on leading UK experience and practice of public engagement in science and should acknowledge the science communication landscape in Ukraine;

· the training will include presentations by the trainer and assignments in  sub-groups, including individual tasks,  presentations and assessments.
Consultancy Timeframe
1. 3 full working days in the UK for the study visit (June 2015)
2. 2 full working days in Ukraine for the follow-up training workshop (dates to be agreed) 
3. The number of days required for preparation of the UK study visit and the training workshop in Ukraine (and subsequently the total number of consultancy working days) should be suggested by the Consultant and negotiated with the British Council.
